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R E S O L U T I O N

ADOPTING THE REVISED STATE PLANNING RULES FOR PLAN ENDORSEMENT AND AUTHORIZING PUBLICATION IN THE NEW JERSEY REGISTER

WHEREAS, the State Planning Commission (Commission) has been created pursuant to the State Planning Act, N.J.S.A. 52:18A-196 et seq.; and


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 52:18A-203 of the State Planning Act authorizes the State Planning Commission to adopt rules and regulations to carry out its purposes including the preparation and adoption of a State Development and Redevelopment Plan; the undertaking of a cross-acceptance process in conjunction therewith; and the establishment of procedures to facilitate cooperation and coordination among State agencies and local governments with regard to the development of plans, programs and policies which affect land use, environmental, capital and economic development; and


WHEREAS, the Commission has filed a rule proposal with the Office of Administrative Law which was published in the new Jersey Register on June 16, 2008; and

WHEREAS, the rule proposal provided a 60-day public comment period; and

WHEREAS, the Commission has received a total of four comments regarding the rule proposal; and 

WHEREAS, the Office of Smart Growth has reviewed all of the comments to the rule proposal, has determined that certain changes to the rule proposal are necessary, and has prepared a rule adoption with comments, Commission responses to the comments and changes to the proposed rule including non-substantive and substantive changes that are not anticipated to require additional public notice and comment; and 

WHEREAS, the changes are intended to clarify the definition of “critical environmental site” and reinstate the definition of “urban complex,” to clarify public notice requirements for county, regional and special resource area petitioners and for public notice of hearings, to clarify waiver provision language distinguishing granting entities and language regarding the days for granting waivers,  to clarify pre-petition submission requirements, to clarify self-assessment submission requirements, to clarify visioning session requirements, to rephrase consistency review initiation, to clarify submission requirements for initiation of consistency review, to clarify timing of recommendation report preparation, to clarify planning implementation and agreement language, to clarify Pinelands Commission equivalence for qualifying for benefits of plan endorsement, to clarify timing of periodic reporting requirements, and to clarify timing of monitoring report review relating to plan endorsement revocation; and
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WHEREAS, the Planning Implementation Committee has reviewed the rule adoption, including public comments and Agency responses, and moved that it be submitted to the Commission for adoption and submission to the Office of Administrative Law for publication in the New Jersey Register; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Commission, pursuant to its authority under N.J.S.A. 52:18A-203 of the State Planning Act, hereby approves and adopts the attached rule adoption and authorizes the publication of same in the New Jersey Register in accordance with the requirements of the Administrative Procedures Act, N.J.S.A. 52:14B-1 et seq.; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairman of the Commission and the Executive Director of the Office of Smart Growth are hereby authorized to execute such documents and to take such other actions as may be necessary or appropriate for the publication of this rule adoption.
