SSDI Advocacy and Medicare Coordination 
can be confusing and expensive. SSDC 
provides these services at no cost to you.

The New Jersey State Health Benefits Program (SHBP) and School Employees' 
Health Benefits Program (SEHBP) is partnering with SSDC Services Corp. to provide 
eligible SHBP/SEHBP pre-65 retirees with Social Security Disability Benefits (SSDI)  

and Medicare Coordination Services.

Healthcare premiums typically drop when you 
enroll in Medicare. Medicare plan enrollees 
can have lower out-of-pocket costs when

you see doctors or other providers.

If you paid the Medicare tax, then you are 
still eligible to go through the SSDI 
process
to determine if you
are eligible for 
early Medicare benefits.
