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TO ALL DEPARTMENTS AND AGENCIES

Attention is directed to section one of the Appropriations Act (PL. 1993,
¢.155) with reference to the availability of the appropriations for the period
of one month after the close of said period fiscal year. State officers are
advised that, by reason of the enactment of this clause, all unexpended
balances will lapse, unless otherwise provided, at the close of the one-month
period unless they are reserved as provided therein.

Transmittals of funds deposited by each State agency shall be forwarded to
the Division of Budget and Accounting in accordance with existing
regulations. Each State agencies’ deposits will be credited to the appropriate
account. Receipts which may be appropriated to any State agency may be
expended only in accordance with the provisions of the Act.

State agencies shall forward bills for payment as soon as practicable. Every
effort will be made by the Department of the Treasury to facilitate payment,
particularly those bills subject to discount.

In order to increase usefulness and readability, several changes have been
made to the format of the Appropriations Handbook:

1. NJCFS Account Numbers—to ease the transition to the new
NJCFS account code, both the NJFIS and NJCFS account numbers
have been included. The new NJCFS account numbers are next to
the left-hand margin and are italicized.

2. Level of Appropriations—The funding associated with each
NJCFS account (which represents the actual level of appropri-
ation), is on the same line as the NJCFS account and is displayed
next to the right-hand margin.

3. Consolidated Language—To better conform with the Budget
presentation and assist in reconciling versions, Appropriations
Language provisions are now displayed at the end of each
Statewide program, rather than with the individual Program
Classes. Appropriations Language is displayed in Account Number
sequence.

4. Control Accounts — NJCFS Revenue Budget and Appropriation
account links have not been established as of publication of this
Handbook. For this reason, the CFS account number is not
displayed next to the Appropriation Control accounts.

Finally, as of the time of this printing, several accounts associated with
Appropriations Language had not yet been established on NJCFS. If readers
are unable to find the necessary account using the online NJCFS/NJFIS table
crosswalk, they should contact their budget analysts for additional
assistance.

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BE IT ENACTED, by the Senate and General Assembly of the State of New
Jersey:

1. The appropriations herein or so much thercof as may be necessary are hereby appropriated
out of the General Fund, or such other sources of funds specifically indicated or as may be
applicable, for the respective public officers and spending agencies and for the several purposes
herein specified for the fiscal year ending on June 30, 1994. Unless otherwise provided, the
appropriations herein made shall be available during said fiscal year and for a period of one
month thereafter for expenditures applicable to said fiscal year. Unless otherwise provided, at
the expiration of said one-month period, all unexpended balances shall lapse into the State
Treasury or to the credit of trust, dedicated or non-State funds as applicable, except those
balances held by encumbrances on file as of June 30, 1994 with the Director of the Division of
Budget and Accounting or held by pre-encumbrances on file as of June 30, 1994 as determined
by the Director of the Division of Budgetand Accounting. The Director of the Division of Budget
and Accounting shall provide the Legislative Budget and Finance Officer with a listing of all
pre-encumbrances outstanding as of July 31,1994 together with an explanation of their status.
Nothing contained in this section or in this act shall be construed to prohibit the payment due
upon any encumbrance or pre-encumbrance made under any appropriation contained in any
appropriation act of the previous year or years.  Furthermore, balances held by
pre—encumbrances as of June 30, 1993 are available for payments applicable to fiscal ycar 1993
as determined by the Director of the Division of Budget and Accounting. The Director of the
Division of Budget and Accounting shall provide the Legislative Budget and Finance Officer
with a listing of all pre-encumbrances outstanding as of July 31, 1993 together with an
explanation of their status. On or before December 1, 1993, the State Treasurer, in accordance
with the provisions of Section 37 of article 3 of PL. 1944, c. 112 (C.52:27B-46), shall transmit to
the Legislature the Annual Financial Report of the State of New Jersey for the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1993, depicting the financial condition of the State and the results of operation for the
fiscal year ending June 30, 1993.

Budget and Accounting.

The amount hereinabove for the Nuclear Emergency Response
Program account is payable from receipts received pursuant to the
assessment of electrical utility companies under P.L. 1981, c. 302 (C.
26:2D-37 et seq.). The unexpended balance as of June 30, 1993 in the
Nudlear Emergency Response Program account is appropriated.

Such sums as may be necessary are appropriated from the Special
Fund for Civil Defense Volunteers established pursuant to section
15 of PL. 1952, c. 12 (C. App. A:9-57.15).

The unexpended balance as of June 30, 1993 in the Boat certification
program account, together with any receipts in excess of the amount
anticipated, is appropriated.

The amount hereinabove for the Boat certification program is
payable out of the dedicated fund designated for this purpose and
any amount remaining therein.

In addition to the amount appropriated hereinabove for Consumer
Affairs, receipts in excess of the amount anticipated, attributable to
changes in fee structure or fee increases, are appropriated, subject
to the approval of the Director of the Division of Budget and
Accounting.

The amount hereinabove for each of the several State professional
boards, advisory boards, and committees shall be provided from
receipts of those entities, and any receipts in excess of the amounts
specifically provided to each of the entities are appropriated.
