Agriculture's Food Safety and Inspec-
tion Service (USDA-FSIS), and the
U.S. Food and Drug Administration
to investigate a multistate outbreak of
Salmonella Heidelberg infections
linked to a kosher chicken liver prod-
uct labeled as “kosher
broiled chicken livers,”
which is not ready-to-eat
and requires further cook-
ing before eating. Public
health investigators are
using DNA “fingerprints”
of Salmonella bacteria ob-
tained through diagnostic
testing with pulsed-field
gel electrophoresis
(PFGE) to identify cases

of illness that may be part o
of this outbreak. They are \

lated to this outbreak. Based on the
previous five years of reports to
PulseNet, approximately 30-40 cases
with the outbreak strain would be
expected to be reported per month in
the United States.

From April 1 to November 4, 2011,
a total of 157 illnesses were re-
ported in New York (93 cases) and

using data from PulseNet,
the national subtyping network made
up of state and local public health
laboratories and federal food regula-
tory laboratories that performs mo-
lecular surveillance of foodborne
infections. Because the Salmonella
Heidelberg PFGE pattern associated
with this outbreak commonly occurs
in the United States, some of the
cases with this pattern may not be re-

through August 2011, these states
experienced approximately 30-40
cases a month.

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HPV Vaccine Recommended for Boys

ACIP recommends all 11-12 year-old males get vaccinated against HPV

Recommendations subject to approval by CDC

bout 20 million Americans are

currently infected with human

papilloma virus or HPV. HPV
has been associated with several types
of cancer—cancer of the cervix, vulva,
vagina, penis, anus as well as head and
neck cancer. Each year in the United
States (US) about 18,000 HPV-associ-
ated cancers affect women. Cervical
cancer is the most common type of
cancer that HPV can cause in women.
In the US, approximately 7,000 men
develop HPV-associated cancers annu-
ally; head and neck cancers are the
most common type. HPV also causes
most cases of genital warts in both men
and women and about one in 100 sex-
ually active adults in the United States
has genital warts at any given time.
Men who have sex with men and peo-
ple who are infected with HIV are at
the highest risk for HPV-related dis-
ease. HPV vaccine can be a strong
weapon In cancer prevention against
this all-too-common virus.

Currently there are two HPV vaccines
approved by the Food and Drug Ad-
ministration (FDA). Both vaccines
(Cervarix® and Gardasil®) protect
against most cervical cancers in fe-
males. One vaccine (Gardasil®) is also
approved to prevent most genital warts
and anal cancers in both males and fe-
males. Neither vaccine will treat exist-
ing HPV infections or complications.

On October 25, 2011, the CDC’s Advi-
sory Committee on Immunization
Practices (ACIP) recommended rou-

tine vaccination of males, 11 or 12
years old, to protect against HPV with
three doses of quadrivalent HPV vac-
cine. They recommend vaccination
could begin as young as age nine and
boys and young men 13 to 21 years of
age who hadn’t already received the
vaccine should also be vaccinated.
The HPV vaccine will afford protec-

tion against certain HPV-related con-
ditions and cancers in males, and
vaccination of males with HPV may
also provide indirect protection of
women by reducing transmission of
HPV. Please note that these recom-
mendations only apply to quadriva-
lent HPV vaccine (Gardasil®) since
this is the only HPV vaccine currently
approved for use in males. Both vac-
cines are recommended for use in
girls and women.

nesses began on or after March 13,
2011. Ill persons range in age from
<1 to 97 years with a median age
of 10 years. Fifty-two percent are fe-
male. Among the 125 ill persons
with available information, 21
(17%) have been hospitalized. No
deaths have been reported.

Epidemiologic and laboratory in-
vestigations conducted by officials
in local, state, and federal public
health, agriculture, and regulatory
agencies linked this outbreak to eat-
ing “kosher broiled chicken livers”
from Schreiber Processing Corpora-
tion (doing business as Alle Process-
ing Corporation/MealMart
Company), and chopped chicken
liver prepared from this product.
These “kosher broiled chicken liv-
ers” are sold at retail stores and
may be used as an ingredient in
other prepared foods. These prod-
ucts appear to be ready-to-eat, but
are in fact partially cooked, and
therefore need to be fully cooked
before eating. Consumers may
have incorrectly thought the use of
the word “broiled” in the label
meant the chicken liver was ready-
to-eat; however, these chicken livers

must be fully cooked before eating.
Alle Processing Corporation/Meal-
Mart Company is cooperating in
the on-going investigation.

Among 30 ill persons for whom in-
formation is available, 22 (73%) re-
ported consuming chicken liver
products in the week before their
illness began. Laboratory testing
conducted by the New York State
Department of Agriculture and
Markets Laboratory Division iden-
tified the outbreak strain of Salmo-
nella Heidelberg in samples of
“kosher broiled chicken livers” and
chopped liver products obtained
from retail stores.

On November 8, 2011, Schreiber
Processing Corporation, of
Maspeth, New York, announced a
voluntary recall of an undeter-
mined amount of “kosher broiled
chicken liver” products.
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New Vaccine Information Statements (VIS)!

accine Information State-

ments (VIS) are information

sheets produced by the Cen-
ters for Disease Control and Preven-
tion (CDC) that explain both the
benefits and risks of a vaccine to vac-
cine recipients, their parents, or
their legal representatives. All
providers of vaccines, in both the
public and private sector, must use
the VIS according to the National
Childhood Vaccine Injury Act.

The legal mandate, as stated in the
National Childhood Vaccine Injury
Act, 1s that providers must:

% give the appropriate VIS to the
recipient or to the recipient’s
parent or legal representative
with each dose of vaccine,

Prior to making this new recommenda-
tion, the committee reviewed vaccine ef-
fectiveness, disease trends, cost
effectiveness, and vaccine safety. ACIP
reviewed clinical trials that have shown
quadrivalent HPV vaccine to be very ef-
fective for males. The greatest impact
can be had when the vaccine is given at
ages 11 or 12 where there is a better im-
mune response compared with older
ages. The vaccine 1s most effective when
it is given before there is exposure to the
virus which occurs through sexual con-
tact.

The increase in certain cancers was of
great consideration to the ACIP. There
have been increases in cancers of the
head, neck, and anus over the past few
decades. Cervical cancer trends have
been decreasing over the past few
decades, but the increasing trends in
these other cancers concerned the com-
mittee. The committee also reviewed
the trend in HPV vaccine use among
girls. According to the committee, there
is a disappointing uptake of HPV vaccine
among teenage girls. HPV vaccination
of males offers an opportunity to de-
crease the burden of HPV-related disease
in both males and females. In addition
to providing direct benefit to boys by
preventing future genital warts or anal
cancer there is also the potential that
vaccinating boys will reduce the spread
of HPV from males to females and re-
duce some of the HPV-related burden
that women suffer from.

Cost effectiveness and vaccine safety is-
sues were also examined. Male vaccina-
tion is most cost effective when coverage
of females 1s low and, unfortunately here
in the US, coverage of females is cur-

rently low. The committee also un-
dertook extensive review of data on
vaccine safety. Through the middle
of September 2011 nearly 40 million
doses of HPV vaccine have been dis-
tributed in the US. Clinical trials
have shown the quadrivalent HPV
vaccine to be safe for males as well as
for females. The most common ad-
verse events or side effects that can
occur following HPV vaccination in-
clude injection site reaction,
headache and fever, and those reac-
tions have tended to be mild or mod-
erate in intensity.

The ACIP recommendations are de-
livered to the CDC and there will be a
development of written recommenda-
tions that will be subject to approval.
Once approved, the ACIP recom-
mendations will be published in the
Morbidity and Mortality Weekly Report
(MMWR).
